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HISTORY

In 1930,aninspired groumf schoolboardmembers, school
administrators, anéducationallyminded citizens gatheed to
shape the foundation for a junior community collegein
Ironwood.With theapprovaland supporof district citizens, e
Ironwood Junior College wasfirst formed as part of the
Ironwood Public Scleols in 1932. In 1965, the community
further endosed the development of the CommunityCollege
District of GogebicCouny.

As enroliment grew, the déege was detenined to replace
its facilities on the third floor of L.L. Wright High School
with a comprehensiveampus.The City of Ironwooddonated
150 aaesnearMt. Zion, andwith a gift of 90 acresandthe
purchae of 20 additional ages,thecampussitewas establised
in 1966.

The Rutger Erickson Academic Building was completed
and occuped in Februay, 1970. This generalcore acalemic
building wasconstructedo becomea focal point for future
campus buildigs. In the fal of 1973, the Carl Kleimola
Techical Certer was built to acaomodateGC C 6 s
careeiprograms.

WITHDRAWING FROM COLLEGE

CREDIT BY EXAMINATION

Regularly enrolled studentsmay, in somesubjectareas,be
ableto earncredit for a courseoffered by the collegethrough
successfutompletion of a comprehensiveexaminationor series
of examhations. Studentswho believe they have masterea
coursethroughlife experience,pasttraining,or intelligence may,
at the discretion of the Division Chairperson,nsructa, and
advisormakeapplicationthroughthe Deanof Students Office to
take the examinationif one hasbeendevelopedn that subject
area. An examination feeof $15per creditis chargedprior to the
time of examinationand on the recommendatioof the Division
Chairpersorandinstructor,credt will beenteredont he st
transcipt. Spedal ageementsare also in place with Intemmediate
Sdhool Districts creating atemate Credit by Examination
procedures.

GRADE RE-EVALUA TION POLICY

A studentmay completea petition in the Deanof Studett 6 s

office andmustmeeta seresof conditiors.

Upon approvalof the s t u d petitiorbfa grade point re-
evalation, all course gradesprior to re-enroliment will be
removedfrom the calculation of grade point average(GPA).
Passingcredits may be caried forward to meet graduation
requirements if current course content has remained
substantially thesame asthe historical ourseof record.As part
of the applicatiorprocessthe studentmustidentify any courses
that are to be consdered for use in meeting current degree
requirements.

In generalany studentwho receivesan Associateof Arts or an
Associate oSdencedegreefrom GogebicConmunity Callege is not
required to pursuefurther general education requrements atmost
four-year colegesand universites in Michigan. Studetns should
checkwith the Trarsfer Coordinator orthe transfer university to
determine the effect of any special provisos establied by the
university on theirtransfemprocess.

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Fostering Futures Scholarship

The Fostering Futures Scholarship (FFS) isaard designed to
assist former foster care students with college expenses. All
students must submit an application each year for this funding.
The scholarshipcovers up to $3,000 (201K7) or need,
whichever is less. A student must have been in Michigster

care due to abuse/neglect on or after their 13th birthday and must
be attending a Michigan public or private degree granting four
year college, university or a community college. Funding can
only be used for undergraduate students and is notblaifor
graduate study. The funding can be used along with the Education
and Training Voucher (ETV), but may impact eligibility for other
tuition specific aid such as the Tuition Incentive Program (TIP).
There is no upper age limit for the scholarship.

Children of Veterans Tuition Grant (CVTG)

This grant is designed to provide undergraduate tuition assistance
to certain children older than 16 and less than 26 years of age who
are the natural or adoptechild of a Michigan veteranThe
veteran must havieeen a legal resident of this state immediately
before entering military service and must not later have resided
outside of Michigan for more than two years, or the veteran must
have established legal residency in Michigan after entering
military service.
